Each WRE organiser must submit the results of M/W21 elite races (using approved IOF file format, details of which can be found at http://iof.6prog.org/wre_format.htm) to Ray Barnes: wr_results@6prog.org immediately after the event has finished. Failure to comply with this requirement may lead to WRE status withdrawal (with no refund of service fee) and may affect the number of WREs allocated to the Federation in the future.


**Each WRE organiser must appoint an English-speaking contact person to be responsible for liaison with the ranking list host (Ray Barnes) and for the electronic transfer of results. If there is any doubt on how to submit results, he/she should contact Ray via email on wr_results@6prog.org well in time before the event.


It is essential that athletes are properly identified (see Note 2 overleaf). Organisers will find this task much easier if they request this information from the athletes on the entry form.

Changes in event dates and possible cancellations should be communicated immediately to the IOF Secretariat.
NOTES

1. The definitive version of the IOF Rules (and any amendments which apply to WREs) is to be found on the IOF website http://www.orienteering.org.
2. The event entry form must ask competitors to supply details of their IOF Ranking ID along with their names, etc; each Ranking ID can be found at the IOF website. Where Ranking IDs are not supplied by the competitors, the Organisers shall look them up instead, unless the competitor has not yet been ranked.

3. Details and results of the World Ranking scheme are also to be found on the IOF website.

4. Federations should complete this application form and return it to the IOF Secretariat by 30 September 2011. Applications received after this deadline will not be considered.
5. After the event application has been approved, all changes in the particularities of the event are subject to the IOF MTB Orienteering Commission’s approval. Requests to change the event details should be sent to the IOF Secretariat (riikka.tolkki@orienteering.org). 

6. World MTB Orienteering Championships and European MTB Orienteering Championships finals and World Cup individual events count for World Ranking points automatically.

7. The service fee for the IOF World Ranking Events in MTBO for the year 2012 is EUR 250 / event. The total sum of WREs in all disciplines will be invoiced along with the IOF membership fee for 2012 (invoices are sent to national federations in the beginning of the year).

8. Also new event formats such as one man relay, “butterfly” courses, and sprint can be tested. To coordinate, please contact the IOF MTBO Commission.

9.  
The IOF Event Adviser is required to have a license in MTB orienteering. Should there be problems in finding a MTBO Event Adviser, the organiser is asked to contact the IOF Secretariat.
10. Note that the IOF Event Adviser must be independent from the organising team. The Event Adviser cannot be the contact person or the results contact person of the event.
